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What is a storage water heater?

Less conventional water heating technologies, such as heat pump water heaters and solar water heaters, can
also be categorized as storage water heaters. The primary difference between a storage heater and an instant
heater is that a storage heater heats the water first and stores it for later use, while an instant heater heats the
water on demand.

How does a storage water heater function?

Storage water heaters can use natural gas,propanefuel oil,or electricity as fuel sources. Natural gas and
propane water heaters operate similarly: a gas burner beneath the tank heats the water. The thermostat opens
the gas valve as the water temperature drops. The valve closes once the temperature reaches the thermostat's
setpoint.
